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HIGHLIGHTS

There was a Quorum in the Assembly today with ten
committees meeting, including the Senate Environ-
ment and Energy and the Senate Health, Human
Services and Senior Citizens committees (without
quorum).

School surplus funds

Last February Governor Christie's signed an exec-
utive order that froze $475 million in state education
aid and directed schoold districts to make it up with
any available surpluses. The Perth Amboy School
Board challenged the executive order in court on
constitutional grounds. Today, a state appeals court
sided with the governor.

Action in the Assembly:

* Summer School — Education released A-2794 which
allows school boards to charge students for summer school
courses for families that can affor it.

* Adoptees — On a subject which has bounced around num-
erous Legislatures, Human Services today reported S-799,
which permits adoptees and certain others access to the
adoptee's birth certificate and other related information.
The legislation tries to balance the birth parent's expecta-
tion of privacy with the adoptee's need for health and other
vital information regarding their birth parents. Having
already passed the Senate, the bill now heads to the
Assembly floor for final approval.

¢ Deer Management — Agriculture & Natural Resources
released S-1776, which authorizes counties to develop
community based deer management plans and apply for
special deer management permits for county-owned lands.

Action in the Senate:

¢ Health Reforms — Health & Human Services reported
SCR-108 which urges the Governor not to join a lawsuit
against enforcement of the new federal health reforms.

* Offshore Wind — Environment & Energy amended and
reported S-2036, the "Offshore Wind Economic Develop-
ment Act," that establishes offshore wind renewable
energy certificate program and authorizes EDA to provide
tax credits for qualified wind energy fcilities in wind
energy zones.

The committee also reported by substitution S-2006,
which prohibits municipal zoning ordinances from barring
solar panels under certain circumstances.

Note that the actions on these bills will be officially

reported at the next Senate session, scheduled for next
Monday.
