On March 18, 2009, Congressman James McGovern (D-MA) introduced the Safe Highways and Infrastructure Preservation Act (SHIPA, H.R. 1618) with 48 co-sponsors. This legislation would freeze the size and weight of trucks traveling on US highways and bridges.

"As we near consideration of the reauthorization of transportation funding, it is time to draw a line in the sand: it is time to say once and for all that the nation does not want bigger trucks and the limits already in place on our Interstates should govern the entire NHS, as well." --Congressman James McGovern

SHIPA keeps the current weight limit of 80,000 lbs for trucks on the National Highway System and maintains the freeze on triple trailer trucks
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
